The object of the Health and Safety in Employment Act 1992 is to promote the
prevention of harm to all people at work, and others in, or in the vicinity of, places of
work. The Act applies to all New Zealand workplaces and places duties on employers,
the self-employed, employees, principals and others who are in a position to manage
or control hazards.

Glass is a hazardous and heavy product that our industry manages from a variety of
places of work; factories and workshops, transport, and on-site at both existing and
under construction commercial and residential buildings.

Metalcraft has many products that assist with safe management of glass. Some
examples are :

Factory trolleys. In addition to carrying the weight, our new range of trolleys have
safety arms to assist with securing loads as they are moved around a factory.
Additionally the rubber polymer extrusions used by Metalcraft are designed to allow
the glass load to “rest” in position, with a ribbed surface for greater adhesion to the
glass.

Transportation. Metalcrafts rubber blocks, like the rubber polymer on the trolleys,
sticks to the glass. Try rubbing a block down the surface of a pane of glass to see what
we mean. Additionally the rubber polymer blocks and scissor clamps have been
designed to not protrude outside the vehicle for added safety to other road users.

The Metalcraft range of on-site lifting equipment includes lifting frames and trolleys, as
well as the GlassMax range. The GlassMax 500 lifts 500kg up to 4.9M high with
attachments for both face glazing and overhead canopies and skylights. We hire a
GlassMax 500 for $60 a day.
