There is around 400 Window Fabricators in New Zealand. This is
a big industry. So why is it that most Window Fabricators
manufacture their windows on trestles, benches and tables that
are clad in flooring carpet? Carpet is designed for walking on!

Surely the industry is big enough to have a supplier of a purpose
designed product on which this industry can do its primary role —

« Carpet collects aluminium swarf and other debris. This swarf
and debris then touches the aluminium and glass during the
process of window manufacture, and can detrimentally damage
the surface of the glass or window frame — in laymans terms it
scratches things.

» The small joint sealer and other glues and rubbers used in the
fabrication of a window also stick to carpet like — well you know....
The carpet and glue then matts in to a ball that further attracts
swarf and debris, and being a ball takes away from the flat work
