412 metres above Chicago on the
recently opened Sears tower. The ledge
juts out 1.22M from the side of the
building with a glass floor, walls and
ceiling.
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Metalcraft Roof Racks

Metalcraft roof racks include a system for securing to the vehicles gutter
and a roof rack bar. The main use for the Metalcraft roof rack is for
supporting a van frail. The roof rack bars takes the entire weight of the frail
and the glass load and transfers this onto both gutters and down the side
panels of the van. The frails bottom support brackets are primarily to hold
the frail out from the van, and are not designed to carry the weight.

Over the last eighteen months the top pole locators and bottom ledge support brackets of the Metalcraft van frail
have been developed from hot dip galvanised mild steel to provide increased strength for the larger glass loads
predicted for the industry. The main frail has been kept as T6 extruded aluminium to minimise weight and
maximise strength.

Metalcraft is pleased to release a new and stronger roof rack bar as part of the ongoing development of our range.

Metalcraft Roof Rack components

1. Standard height securing system for the majority of
applications

2. Extended height securing system for those vehicles
with higher rooflines

3. Gutter clamp for those applications not requiring a
roof rack

4. The new Metalcraft roof rack bar provides increased

strength. The slotted top and bottom allow for
attachment of fittings to become more multi-purpose

What this means for you

1. Future van frails will have a multi-purpose roof rack allowing for easier connection of Metalcraft and
third party fittings, providing new uses for the roof rack
2. Metalcraft will be releasing several new products that use the roof rack extrusion for other applications
