1. Trestle Topper.
A newly released product which is very simple and reduces damage to window frames 
during fabrication. Trestle Topper is a polymer extrusion which slides into an aluminium 
extrusion, and fits to the top of existing Window Fabrication tables and trestles. Aluminium 
swarf, the main cause of damage to window frames during fabrication, simply rolls off the 
raised polymer surface, or can easily be blown down for a clean work surface.

2. Balustrade posts
It seems many houses that were built over the past few years of boom were never 100% 
finished, and with the downturn comes and opportunity for completion. We have seen an 
increase in balustrade post sales.

3. Glazier and Contractor
New and innovative products such as the Metalcraft Glazier and Contractor light truck site 
vehicles have proven popular. These vehicles are multi-purpose suiting glaziers, window 
fabricators and installers, and glass companies. The vehicles combine a workshop storage 
area, glass transportation, and a bulk storage/transportation area that suits a variety of 
products and uses. 

4. Trolleys and safety arms
The Metalcraft range of factory handling equipment and trolleys has been selling well. The 
newly released safety arms for our trolleys provides added safety and security for glass 
and staff when moving glass around the factory.

5.  Tailored Solutions
