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We are often asked to source traded cab chassis to go underneath new bodies for our customers. In the last 2
years these have been scarce, but this month, after much digging, we have sourced a few options for you.
Contact lan or Bryn if you are keen.
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This sequence of photos shows the recently commissioned Lewis Window 6M fixed A-frame window
transportation trailer being loaded. The load and unload times are dramtically reduced compared to traditional
rope and strop securing, and damage to window frames and glass while in transit is minimised due to no hard
surfaces touching and no movement.

"We're building solar panels that you can drive on," Brusaw says.
"The fact that it's generating power means it pays for itself over
time, as opposed to asphalt.”

The key to making this work will be the glass: The solar road
panel prototype is 1,024 modules—each containing a solar cell, a
light-emitting diode and, someday, an ultracapacitor for storage—
sandwiched between a layer of some yet-to-be developed glass
and a layer of conducting material. "Nobody's tried to drive on
glass long-term," Brusaw says.

Brusaw was awarded US$100K of R&D funding to develop the
prototype!

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Invercargill Glass recently opened their impressive new facility. This
purpose built site has a wonderful perspective from the road, with
dramatic use of glass in the foyer.

Invercargill Glass have also commissioned Metalcraft — The Glass
Racking Company to supply a new 6 pole 3.2M long drivers side frail
for their Isuzu van.

MetroGlasstech Christchurch commissioned a new 10.7M long glass
delivery truck. The vehicles overall length is 12.6M, being the
maximum length allowable on NZ roads. The truck is an Isuzu
CYJ380 8x4 cab chassis with 23000kg GVM with air suspension and
the new Euro4 spec clean burning engine. The body has 72 retaining
poles, glidetop roof, rear loading ramp, and a relocated long range
alloy fuel tank.

MetroGlasstech BOP commissioned a new 7 bay Transport Trolley
truck with a 7.5M long body, passenger side glass rack for oversize
glass, and a hardtop roof and back panels. The truck is a Fuso
Fighter FU281U8 6x4 with Euro4 (ADR 80/02) spec clean burning
engine, air suspension and a LWB chassis.
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Glass Suplies Tasmania have taken possession of their new
glass and window transporter. This radical new multi-purpose
vehicle has the following features :

1.Space for storage of 20ff 3M x 2.4M x 2.1 T-frame
demountable frames for storage of window frames. Each T-
frame has 8 foam sheathed window securing poles and uses
the Metalcraft Window Transoportation System.

2.Space for storage of 2off 2.4M x 1M A-frame glass transport
trolleys. Each A-frame has 8 glass securing strap poles with
non-marking blue polymer blocks.

3.Space for 4off 2M x 1M A-frame glass transport trolleys.
Each A-frame has 8 glass securing strap poles with non-
marking blue polymer blocks.

4.A passenger side glass rack for oversize units (those that
won't fit on the transport trolleys). Maximum sheet size carried
is 4M x 2.6M.

The body was built in Christchurch, freighted to our Melbourne
facility for mounting, and sea freighted to Tasmania.
