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Metalcraft Swing racks provide an easy way to store loose bulk glass within your 
factory. Traditional A-frame storage systems are cheap and allow access to all stored 
items. However, in terms of floor space utilisation A-frames are very inefficient. 
Metalcraft swing racks have moving bays which allow loose bulk glass to be stored in 
multiple bays, allowing the user to “open” the swing rack at the desired location to 
access the glass they require – the saving in space is that access to bays is only 
provided when needed. This means that on average a swing rack takes up half the floor 
space of a traditional A-frame system which saves you money.
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The Burj of Dubai is nearing completion as 
the tallest building on the planet. At 818 
metres tall, with 160 floors and including 
sufficient façade glass to cover 17 soccer 
feilds (almost 21 acres), it’s collossal. 

Maintenance of the building façade will be 
managed by 3 glass cleaning machines 
each with arms that extend 36 metres. Even 
with these operating it will take 3-4 months 
to clean the buildings façade.

There are 8500 workers onsite and the 
budget is US$20 Billion.

Metalcraft swing racks are free standing, 
and are designed and built to suit your 
space, required load capacity, and sheet 
sizes, with a maxium load of upto 2000kg.

Metalcraft Swing racks can be configured 
for storage of glass, window frames, and 
other large flat sheet products.

All racks are CAD drawn for your approval 
prior to manufacture.

So what is 
the best accessory for a van frail? Height extension of course!

Our height extension option adds a 500mm extension to the top of your 
van frail and poles. Frails with extensions are typically kept in the 
convenient down position for 90% of their use, and extended only when 
needed for a tall job.

All van frails that are quoted and ordered during November will receive a 
free height extension valued at $620 (for a standard 5 pole van frail). 
Delivery will be no later than 29 February 2010.
