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Metalcraft van frails are modular, and mono-bolted together. The design means that as 
new components are developed for our new van frails they can be retrospectively fitted 
to our existing customer base of older frails. In most cases the mono-bolts are removed, 
and the new components mono-bolted into place to allow the customer the benefits 
offered by the new components. This feature of the design also means that if a frail is 
damaged in a collision new components rather than older style components can be 
used to fix the frail and get it back on the road in better condition than it was previously. 
Very clever!
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The World Trade Centre in Bahrain is 
240 metres tall, comprising 50 stories 
of retail and office space. Unique to 
this building are the curved spire 
shapes of the towers which are 
predominantly clad in various glass 
types, shapes and patterns to 
accentuate the unique building design.

The most popular upgrade components are van frail height extensions to allow an extra 500mm of glass height 
to be carried and the yellow scissor clamps to assist with retention of tall glass. Upgrades also include the new 
strong steel top pole locator and botton brackets, the swiveling underbody mount to reduce frail damage in a 
collision, and the non-marking polymer bearing surfaces for the base blocks and horizontals/verticals.
