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Clause H1 of the New Zealand Building Code has now been fully implemented to improve thermal performance in
all new houses throughout the country. Changes to legislation effective from 30 September now require houses to
use about 30% less heating energy than before. In practice this means that most new houses will have better
insulation. For the first time, vertical glazing and skylights are required to meet minimum R-Values ranging between
0.26 —0.31.

As education increases about the benefits of double glazing and more people want it, installers will find the most
efficient ways to get their product safely to their customers in the minimal amount of time. The handling of low
emission, reflective, laminated, and toughened glass all require sturdy and reliable equipment which is where
Metalcraft can help create the solutions you need.
